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M Though there are times we understand 100%, there are also 
times we hardly understand at all, still we know that we are 
progressing steadily with our French.  I meet with a tutor and 
Laurel studies at the University; it is going well for us.  
Praise that we ve come so far , pray for continuing 
progress with the language.      

As we look forward to being God s ambassadors to the 
Baka people, we are struck with how incapable and 
insufficient we are to handle this task.  We need God s 
molding hand to form us into who He wants us to be.  
Please pray that we will be yielded to God in all 
things  (Philippians 1:6, 9-11). 

With both of us as full time language learners, dealing 
with the responsibility of 3 kids and the many details of 
life is quite a challenge.  Please pray for patience with 
our kids and for our success in balancing and 
managing our time and all the demands on us.  We 
often simply have to decide which things will be left 
undone! 

Praise with the Conrods 
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We are scheduled to leave for Cameroon in late August.       
We want to arrive there with our teammates (Barry &  
Desma Abbott) who are expecting their 2nd child mid-June.  
It is very exciting to be this close, but it means we have lots  
to finalize in the next 5 months.  Praise the Lord for 
graciously br inging us this far ; pray that we will 
prudently make all preparations necessary for the       
big move .      
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Samba is a Baka 
youth who has 
recently shown 

interest in recording Bible stories in 
their own language.  Sanda & Lendo 
(Samba s parents) are an elderly couple. 
Lendo is a medicine woman and she has 
been useful as a language helper.  
Sufayo is a young Baka who was 
burned in a fire last year, and has made 
a remarkable recovery.  Ebote is highly 
respected among the Baka, he has been 
challenged in his beliefs by our team 
and has shown a willingness to turn 
away from animistic traditions.  These 
are just a few of the 40,000+ Baka who 
need Christ.  Please pray for health 
and for the Holy Spir it to prepare 
their hear ts to receive the Good News.  

We are thankful for the Lord s provision and the many 
people he is using to meet our support need.  Our need is 
changing due to the falling value of the US dollar in 
Cameroon.  Pray that whatever difference this makes 
will be met before our depar ture, and also pray that 
the Lord will abundantly bless our many financial 
par tners.
